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Paving our Path
5 June 2010. Working towards a new faculty while simultaneously planning to offer four 
new programmes is not an easy path. Since the very first day, everybody seemed to foresee 
a long and winding road that lies ahead. Nevertheless, enlightened with the belief ‘a 
trouble shared is a trouble halved’, every effort was executed particularly towards the 
completion of the required documents. Led by our visionary Dean, Professor Dr. Abd Jalil 
Borham and assisted by Deputy Dean of Academic Affairs, Munira Razak, the team is 
progressing according to the plan.

CMLHS associates have successfully conducted few workshops involving both internal 
and external experts. The most recent was on CMLHS 2010 Existing Curriculum and New 
Programmes Workshop which was held at CENFED training room, UMP,  from 1st to 3rd 
of June 2010. The main speaker for the workshop was Deputy Dean of Civil Engineering & 
Earth Resources, Associate Professor Ir. Adnan Zulkiple, who was also assisted by Deputy 
Dean of Computer Systems & Software Engineering, Dr. Adzhar Kamaludin and Deputy 
Dean of Industrial Sciences & Technology, Yusof Hashim, who emphasised on the imple-
mentation of OBE. The input gathered from the workshop was pivotal in strengthening the understanding of the ground work involved in offering 
new programmes and establishing a new faculty.

To date, the team is working on finalising the new teaching templates and also making arrangements to meet the proposed Board of Studies (BOS) 
which consists of academic experts and industrial expert panels. Upon acquiring BOS’ consent, the next stage is UMP Senate Meeting which is 
to obtain an official endorsement to be brought forward to Ministry of Higher Education for the approval. The progress, despite the hard work 
and sleepless nights, hitherto has been encouraging. Hence, CMLHS associates hope that this good beginning will lead to a good ending (or 
better yet, another good new beginning)!

4 May 2010. CMLHS nailed dual 
best achievements at the administra-
tive level as well in teaching and 
learning arena during UMP 2010 
Cendekia Bitara Ceremony which 
was held at Bukit Gambang Resort 
City. The centre was honoured with 
double recognitions from two of the 
categories contested namely the 
Quality Award and the Excellent 
Lecturer Award (for Social Sciences 
Category).

29 June 2010. UMP Bursary staff had their five minutes of fame as they took the 
stage and sang their hearts out; in front of their big boss, too! It was all a stress-
free moment of merriment as participants sang the familiar words of “Where’s 
the report?” and “No FB!” tongue-in cheek, typically heard and used at their 
workplace.  

Trainers watched with 
pride as the Prize-Giving 
and Closing Ceremony, the 
pinnacle event of the 
English Communication @ 
the Workplace Course, 
which took place at KPU 
Banquet Hall on 28 June, 
from 9.00 am to 11.00 am. 
has successfully revealed 
the confidence and hidden 
singing talents of the 
Bursary staff that was 
indeed, the goal of the 
course. The course was 
customised to the needs of 
the 50 staff (N41 and N27) 
from the Bursary Depart-
ment where the classes  
took place twice a week, 
every Monday and 
Wednesday from 5.00 pm 
to 6.30 pm from 23 March 
to 14 June. The course was conducted by a group of eight trainers and facilita-
tors from CMLHS.

Their commitment paid off. The participants remarked that the course has given 
them more confidence. The Bursar of UMP, Zainudin bin Othman, said that 
before the course, staff would shy away from English speaking clients but now 
he observed that they have the confidence to communicate in English them-
selves. Plans to move into the second phase of the course are underway and this 
time the focus would be on Conducting Meeting Skills and Writing Minutes, 
and on Enhancing Communication Skills.

18 - 20 May 2010. The English for Teaching and 
Learning (T&L) course for academic staff had partici-
pants walking in the class voluntarily rather than 
being skeptical about participating in the course. All 
participants representing their  groups modeled their 
‘masks’ which were symbolic of themselves. 

English for Teaching and Learning not only focused 
on the use of English as a medium of instruction but 
emphasised on how to make lessons in their  class fun 
and interactive. Activities were introduced to give 
lecturers the experience of being in the shoes of a 
student again. On the final day they applied what 
they had learnt in a Mock Teaching session.

The three day course managed to pull in a crowd of 37 participants. The course was based on the English for Profes-
sional Development of Educators (EPDE) module.The trainers and facilitators were Azwin Arif Abdul Rahim, Balan Kunjambu, Ezihaslinda Ngah, 
Noor Azlinda Zainal Abidin, Nor Yazi Khamis, Nor Ashikin Abd Aziz, Suriya Kumar Sinnadurai, Wan Jumani Fauzi and Zailin Shah Yusoff. In 
addition, among the topics covered were Delivery Skills, Instructional Language, Questioning Techniques, Teaching Creatively, Technology 
Assisted Learning, Lesson Planning and Micro Teaching.

One participant who has attended an earlier course on the same topic remarked 
that she found this course to be far better and useful due to the comprehensive 
structure of the course. In general, many participants were very happy with the 
new knowledge and skills attained in the workshop that will definitely enable 
them to teach effectively.

28 June 2010. ‘A Course on IELTS’ is a popular and one of 
the most sought after in UMP, especially among academic 
staff. One of the main objectives of the course is to assist 
lecturers who intend to sit for IELTS for the purpose of pursu-
ing studies at postgraduate levels or for UMP job confirma-
tion. The course is jointly organised by the Modern 
Languages Department of CMLHS and the Human Resource 
Department. 

This year, ‘A Course on IELTS’ was conducted twice, during 
the semester break. The first training was from 23 to 25 
February for 20 participants while the second was from 23 to 
25 June 2010 for an unprecedented crowd of 45 partici-
pants. They were intensively exposed to the strategies and 
tips to undertake the exam in all the four components i.e. 
Listening, Speaking, Reading and Writing.

Feedback from participants was very encouraging as they 
prefered the hands on aspect of the training as well as the 
individual attention they received in the writing and speak-
ing components.

The trainers for IELTS ,are mostly Human Resource Develop-
ment Berhad (HRDB) certified trainers from the Modern 
Languages Department; who regularly update themselves 
with the current trends of IELTS examination. 
Recently,  with a group of Preparatory 
Intensive English (PIE) instructors from the 
department, they attended a One-day 
Course on IELTS conducted by Alex 
Cummins, a certified trainer from the

2 June 2010. Sekolah Menengah Abdul 
Rahman Talib (SMART) Kuantan  students 
were enlightened with a talk on Study 
Orientation Skills (SOS) delivered by Mohd 
Ghani Awang who is a CMLHS Senior 
lecturer from the Department of Human 
Sciences. It is from his extensive research 
that he created the Ghani Format (Format 
Ghani). Hence, the main objective of the 
talk was to discuss and utilise Ghani 
Format in science subjects to the fourth 
formers of the school. There were120 
students of science stream and 30 teachers 
took part in the process. 

During the talk, various examples on the 
usefulness of Ghani Format was shared and 
further elucidated. The students went 
through an assessment, diagnostic and 
correctional processes that eventually led 
them towards a better understanding of the 
appropriate SOS using additional informa-
tion from SOS portal as well as books 
related to SOS.

The outcome of the project was encouraging thus the principal of SMART recommended this 
particular format to be introduced to the fifth formers. In addition, a follow up project was 
conducted on July 7, 2010 to 120 SMART sixth formers and 30 teachers around Kuantan.

2 - 3 June 2010. This programme was 
executed for a research purpose entitled 
“The development of Study Orientation 
Skills (SOS) kit and biofeedback protocol to 
improve academic performance of primary 
schools students.” It had successfully 
created a module named The Ghani Module 
Format (Modul Format Ghani) for the 
Primary School Achievement Examination 
(UPSR).

A special website has been established for 
assessment, diagnostic and correctional 
purposes for the betterment of pupils’ study 
skills and orientation.  For the  assessment 
purpose, 40 respondents of Standard Six 
pupils were taken from Sekolah Rendah 
Kebangsaan Wira in which the target was to 
achieve 40 5As’  in the coming 2010 UPSR.
The evaluation programme utilised the Seed 
Money Grant from Universiti Malaysia 
Pahang.

The workshop had been carried out for three 
days in which the participants, by the end of 
it, sat for a pre and post test as well as a 
Biofeedback test. All teachers from all 
subject backgrounds i.e. Science, Math-
ematics, Bahasa Melayu and English 
demonstrated a commendable commitment 
by actively participating and eventually 
making the workshop a successful one.

24 & 27 May 2010. CMLHS Community Services on 24 May  turned gleeful with vigorous and 
candid acts by a group of 176 pupils accompanied by 12 teachers from Sekolah Kebangsaan 
Wira; and later, on 27 May, 80 pupils with 12 teachers from Sekolah Kebangsaan Seri Mahkota. 
One day after another, the groups who were UPSR 2010 candidates merrily flocked to UMP 
looking naive, yet with eager minds mainly to participate in the motivational programmes hosted 

by the centre. 

Due to the huge crowd, both events 
had to be held at WDKU 1 at Block W, 
UMP, from 8.30 am to 2.00 pm.

Earlier, to illuminate the morning session, there were musical interlude by Mohd Edeazry 
Hamzah as well as some bonuses given out during ‘Language Diversity’ event which were 
conducted by CMLHS foreign language teachers. Before departing, the visitors got together for a 
congregational zuhur prayer at UMP mosque.

The events were part of community services planned for the centre’s 2010 calendar and coordi-
nated under CMLHS Community Service Unit to ensure the smoothness of the programmes. The 
programmes achieved its targets because everyone including the school teachers experienced a 
kindred spirit of fulfilment till the end of the programmme.

The objective was to provide opportunities for the 
students to use the centre multimedia lab software to 
improve their English proficiency; thus, to encourage the 
students to use ICT as a catalyst for speaking and writing 
skills. Also, it was to promote UMP as a centre of public 
higher education for those who intend to pursue further 
studies in diploma and degree level. 

A group of 30 students with two teachers spent four 
hours at CMLHS participating in activities like Explorace 
and language games conducted by the Intelligentsia 
Club.
